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NURSERY HOURS and EXTRA / ADDITIONAL HOURS


From the term after their third birthday, until they start school, your child is entitled to up to 15 hours per week for 38 weeks of free early learning and childcare each year.  The hours can take place in nurseries (including school nursery classes), pre-schools, playgroups or at certain childminders.  At Fremington Community Primary & Nursery School you can use a minimum of 3 hours between 9am and 3.30pm.  You can also share the 15 hours between 2 providers.

30 hours funding (extended entitlement)  From September 2017, eligible 3 and 4-year olds will be entitled to 30 hours a week term time.  If you are eligible, apply for the extended entitlement hours at:

Terms & Conditions

· An Extended Entitlement place of 30 hours per week can only be confirmed for the funding period after your child becomes 3 years old, and when we are in receipt of the 11 digit code issued to qualifying parents, and this has been verified with the Local Authority.
· Sessions must be agreed and booked Termly in advance, with the Nursery Manager and must be a minimum of 3 hours. 
· Sessions and times will be confirmed on receipt of the signed Parent / Provider Contract.    Signing this contract will form the acceptance of the offer of a place.  
· Once hours are agreed they are in place for a whole term and can only be amended with effect from the following term. 
· Additional / extra hours may be available, if required, and will be charged at the rate of £5.50 per hour, or part of an hour and will be invoiced termly in advance subject to availability.  
· All fees for extra hours (if applicable) are invoiced at the start of each term and payment must be made by the start of the term in question.  Fees can be paid by cheque or cash.   If the fees are not paid on time, you will be notified by letter and this may result in their child’s place at the Nursery being forfeited.  
· Your child should be picked up on time; failure to do so will result in your being charged for the extra time (at the current rate of £5.50 per hour or part of an hour).  Persistent late pick-ups may result in the child’s place at Nursery being forfeited.
· There are no concessions/reductions for siblings or for absences. 
· If the Nursery is unable to provide the facilities due to any temporary interruption, beyond reasonable control of the Nursery, such as abnormal weather conditions, fire, unavailability of staff, building maintenance, Government actions or regulations or by some other cause (not limited to the examples given), for longer than one day, the school will credit an appropriate proportion of the fee (if applicable).  

Please Note: A place in the Nursery does not guarantee a place in the school.  You will be required to apply to Devon County Council’s School Admissions Team separately, in advance, if you would like your child to come to the main school of Fremington Community Primary & Nursery School.
